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Until recently, empirical research into how people learn to pronounce second languages has been
neglected. However in the past 15 years, the focus has shifted. Additionally, many instructors neglect
teaching pronunciation because they do not know where to start. This seminar will present recent
research and apply it to pronunciation instruction in the English language classroom. While based
upon empirical research, it will also provide practical classroom resources.
